Allen Joseph Bard

December 18, 1933 - February 11, 2024

Dr. Allen Joseph Bard, a renowned chemistry professor and esteemed
member of the scientific community, passed away on February 11, 2024, in
Austin, Texas at the age of 90. Born on December 18, 1933, in New York,
Allen dedicated over 60 years of his life to his work at the University of Texas,
however his impact was far reaching and he came to be known worldwide as
the father of modern electrochemistry.

Educated at the Bronx High School of Science, Allen continued his academic
journey at City College of New York, where he earned his Bachelor of Science
degree. He furthered his studies at Harvard University, obtaining both his
Master's and Ph.D. degrees.

During his tenure at UT Austin from 1958 until his death, Allen's impact as a
professor of chemistry was immeasurable. His dedication to his craft and his
students earned him the respect of his colleagues and the admiration of
countless aspiring chemists. In 1990, he was elected as a Fellow of the
National Academy of Science, solidifying his standing as a leading figure
within his field.

Although Allen was an accomplished scientist, he viewed himself first and
foremost as a teacher. He held his students as his greatest professional
accomplishment and always wanted his legacy to be the next generations of



scientists. Despite his complete lack of interest in any sort of
acknowledgement for his accomplishments, his exceptional contributions to
the field of chemistry nonetheless garnered widespread recognition. In
addition to having over 1,000 peer-reviewed published research papers, and
multiple books, he also has received over 30 patents. Allen was the recipient
of numerous prestigious awards, including the Priestley Award, the Welch
Award, the Wolf Prize, the Fermi Award, and the National Medal of Science,
the latter two of which were presented to him by President Obama. His
dedication and expertise also led to an honorary doctorate from Texas A&M
University, a source of great pride for him, although his Longhorn family
members can't fathom why.

Beyond his scientific achievements, Allen was known for his unwavering
commitment to doing what was right. As an early career professional, without
the safety-net of tenure and status, he quietly played a pivotal role in
overturning a university policy that prevented women and black graduate
students from receiving payment for their teaching or research. His belief in
fairness and equality left a lasting impact on the academic community.

His impact is far reaching beyond the confines of his profession and Allen's
passing will be felt deeply in the lives of his loved ones. He is survived by his
son Ed, daughter Sara, and grandchildren Alex, Marlee, Rachel, and Dylan.
He was preceded in death by his beloved wife Fran, his father Jack, his
mother Dora, his brother Seldon, and his sister Shirley. The Bard family
wishes to thank Cindy Zoski for her many years of loving care and dedication.

Allen J. Bard's legacy will continue to inspire future generations of



changemakers, and his name will forever be associated with the field of
electrochemistry. His passion, humility, and steadfast convictions in equity and
justice will be cherished, remembered, and continued by all who knew him.
