Roger Frank Hirsch, of Austin, TX, passed away on Friday, October 16 at the
age of 47. Roger was born and raised in Memphis, TN and graduated from
Christian Brothers High School in 1991. While growing up in Memphis, Roger
was active in the Temple Israel youth group, Henry S. Jacobs Camp, and
enjoyed playing a variety of sports, including varsity tennis. He attended and
graduated from the University of Texas in 1995 and went on to get his MBA
from St. Edward’s University. Roger remained active in sports throughout his
adulthood, continuing to play golf and tennis and passing that love onto his
children. Although a graduate of UT and a Longhorn fan, Roger remained a
forever fan of Alabama football. 

 

Roger sat on the board of South Austin Baseball for many years and was
instrumental in the league’s recent growth. He was a member of Temple Beth
Shalom and had the joy of watching his oldest son become a bar mitzvah
there last October. Roger was an amazing father to his three young children
and was a dedicated husband. His children were the light of his life, and he
loved watching them grow. He delighted and found great joy in all they did.
